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Software Installation for the OSJI Grade Book Project

1.
Download and install Java

a)
Download J2SE 1.4.2-04 from http://java.sun.com/j2se/1.4.2/download.html
b)
Install it by running the installer program in the download.

c)
The default installation directory will be okay, e.g. C:\j2sdk1.4.2_04\

2.
Download and install Tomcat and the Sun web services tools

a)
Download Java Web Services Developer Pack v1.3 from
http://java.sun.com/webservices/downloads/1.3/
b)
Install it by running the installer program in the download.

c)
The default installation directory will be okay, e.g. C:\jwsdp-1.3\

d)
Make a note of the Tomcat user name and password and store it in a safe place.

e)
Optional: You may start Tomcat by running it from the Start menu as follows:
Start > Programs > Java Web Services Developer Pack 1.3 > Start Tomcat.
Wait a minute for it to get going, and then test it with Internet Explorer with URL:
http://localhost:8080/
Shut down Tomcat for the rest of the installation.

3.
Install ObjectStore 6.1 from the CD

a)
In the “Object Store” folder on the ObjectStore 6.1 CD, run the following: ObjectStore.exe, DDML.exe, OSJI.exe, and Javlin.exe. These programs will transfer the files to the C: drive.

b)
In Windows Explorer, navigate to
C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\Local Settings\Temp\ObjectStore\

c)
Run setup.exe in that directory. This program will install ObjectStore.

d)
Add the following to the CLASSPATH
C:\OCI\OSJI\osji.jar; C:\OCI\OSJI\tools.jar; .

e)
Add the following to the PATH
C:\ODI\OSJI\bin

4.
Install the ObjectStore documentation (Optional)

a)
In Windows Explorer, navigate to
C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\Local Settings\Temp\ObjectStore\

b)
Unzip doc.zip which contains a folder named “doc” and its contents. Place the “doc” folder and its contents into the C:\ODI\OSTORE directory.

5.
Move the ObjectStore jar files into Tomcat

a)
Look for osji.jar and tools.jar in the C:\ODI\OSJI\ directory.

b)
Put a copy of osji.jar and tools.jar into <CATALINA_HOME>\shared\lib\ 

Note: In steps 5 and 6, substitute the appropriate directory path for <CATALINA_HOME>. In this case, it will probably be C:\jwsdp-1.3\

6.
Add servlet.jar to the CLASSPATH

a)
Add <CATALINA_HOME>\common\lib\servlet.jar to the CLASSPATH.

7.
Add the Grade Book web application to Tomcat

a) 
Copy the OnlineGradeBook folder and its contents to C:\jwsdp-1.3\webapps\

8.
Add the Grade Book database listener program

a)
Make a new directory called C:\OSJIgradebook

b)
Copy the gradebook folder and its contents to C:\OSJIgradebook.
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
